Georgias Poor Tax

If you only watch the nightly news youd
think the Georgia Lottery was a blessing
from heaven for education in Georgia. Of
course, the news networks make money
running lottery ads and hosting official pick
announcements.

What does not get discussed, as the ad
revenue rolls in, is the impact of lottery
ticket purchases on families.

Georgia sells $5.6 billion worth of lottery
tickets. That’s an average of $726 a year per
adult, but because many don’t buy lottery
tickets it’s more like $1,470 per adult who
gambles. Some gamble occasionally and
some heavily. Heavy gamblers can spend
$5,000 per year often when they have a low
income.

The highly totted benefits of the lottery
serve students capable of maintaining a B
average in college. This is most likely to be
students from upper and upper middle in-
come families. The result is that low income
families, hardest hit by gambling losses,

are the least likely to receive the slightest
benefit.

Studies show that for every $1 that gam-
bling provides for education it generates $3
to $5 in state spending on negative conse-
quences. These studies show that gambling
increases addictions, bankruptcies, crime
and sex trafficking. They found that families
suffering high gambling losses are easier prey
to sex traffickers.

The Georgia Lottery and any efforts to
legalize additional forms of gambling are
sold based on revenues to be generated with
no accounting for financial consequences
of gambling to families and to the state
budget, but far more than just being an
issue of money, it’s an issue of misery. Do
we really want to provide scholarships to
college students at the price of misery for
gambling addicts? The lottery is a poor tax.
Hope scholarships are funded by giving false
hopes to the poor.

Are you ready to reject digital currency
and under the skin monitoring?

Are you ready to condemn the use of
language like “useless class?” Are you
ready to get involved in local politics
and defend your community from a
constant surveillance system? Are you
ready to promote morality and thus re-
duce the demand for more surveillance?

Quite frankly, the coming technology
is astounding. It can be used for good
by good people, or it can be used for
horror by horrible people. The time
to set ground rules is now. We have
just been though three years of horror
because some scientists insisted on playing
with gain-of-function research. Their objec-
tive was to make a virus that could spread
more easily and do greater harm. Such peo-
ple need to be in prison. Such people seek-
ing artificial intelligence gain of function for
deadly purposes need to be jailed as well.

VIRTUE: The Foundation of Georgia Education

Abraham Baldwin was one of the two
Georgians who signed the United States
Constitution September 17, 1787. He was
the author of the charter of the University
of Georgia approved by the Georgia Gen-
eral Assembly two years earlier in January
1785. In the charter he explained the reason
Georgia should establish a system of higher
education. He wrote:

As it is the distinguishing happiness of
[free governments that civil Order should be
the Result of choice and not necessity, and
the common wishes of the people become
the laws of the land, their public prosperity
and even existence very much depends upon
suitably forming the minds and morals of
their citizens. When the minds of people in
general are viciously disposed and unprin-
cipled and their conduct disorderly, a free
government will be attended with greater
confusions and with evils more horrid than
the wild, uncultivated state of nature. It can
only be happy where the public principles
and opinions are properly directed and their
manners regulated. This is an influence
beyond the stretch of laws and punishments
and can be claimed only by religion and
education. It should therefore be among the
[first objects of those who wish well to the
national prosperity to encourage and support
the principles of religion and morality, and
early to place the youth under the forming
hand of society that by instruction they may
be moulded to the love of virtue and good
order.”

In this same period other of America’s
founding fathers made similar remarks.

Benjamine Franklin said: “Only a virtuous
people are capable of freedom. As nations
become corrupt and vicious, they have more
need of masters.”

Getting straight to the point he said:
“Man will ultimately be governed by God or
by tyrants.” Sadly, he saw what was likely to
come wen he said, “This [the U.S. Constitu-
tion] is likely to be administered for a course
of years and then end in despotism... when
the people shall become so corrupted as to
need despotic government, being incapable
of any other.”

The founders saw teaching virtue as key to
America’s survival.James Madison said: “We
have staked the whole future of our new
nation, not upon the power of government;

far from it. We have staked
the future of all our politi-
cal constitutions upon the
capacity of each of ourselve
to govern ourselves accord-
ing to the moral principles
of the Ten Command-
ments.”
George Washington said:
“One’s god dictates the kind}
of law one implements and
also controls the applica-
